What does a Habitat house cost?

While volunteer builders keep the cost of a Habitat house affordable, money still needs to
be raised for each new build. Even when we are offered in-kind gifts from businesses and
individuals (such as a business donating all the flooring), there are still plenty of costs that
are not covered. We figure that we need $62 for every square foot of a house we build.
And, a three-bedroom Habitat house is around 1100 square feet in size. So, perhaps you
might want to donate $620 and “purchase” 10 square feet of our next home. Our hope is
that donations come pouring in so fast that we can just start a new home when the last one
is finished. With additional donations (monetary or in-kind), we dream of a day when that
can happen at our affiliate. Perhaps you know of a person or business that can help.
Encourage them to contact us, so that we can help more families in our area.
