Construction Committee

Work continues on the two houses currently under construction.  The “Mennonite House” being built for the Kelley family is nearly finished.  The “punch list” for the interior of the house includes only minor items anymore and the house awaits final inspection as these are completed.  As Spring weather arrives the exterior tasks will be tackled such a sidewalks being poured and the lawn graded and seeded.  


The “Sprint/Homeowner” house being built for the Evans family is also making good progress.  Work already completed in the past several weeks includes rough in plumbing and electrical, and the siding has been installed.  At present the volunteers are busy putting up the sheet rock.  When this is completed work will start on finish drywalling.  The next major project on the exterior will be building the deck.  No date has been set for completion and dedication.


The Construction Committee is also making plans for the 2004 construction season.  The next house will be built on the lot next to the Mennonite House on South Scott St.  Lot preparations are being planned including the removal of several trees after which excavation will begin.

House Dedication
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The house built for the Kelley family at 1015 S. Scott St. in Lima was dedicated Saturday, April 3.  Sponsored by area Mennonite Churches, only the exterior work of landscaping and sidewalks remain to be finished as weather permits.  The dedication program included an introduction of the partner family and words of deep appreciation to the representatives of the churches present for helping make home ownership possible.  The house is the twentieth house built by our affiliate.

Church Relations Committee
The Church Relations Committee is arranging for the hosting of youth groups coming to Lima this summer in four successive weeks in July-August.  An experimental program of Habitat for Humanity International, our affiliate was asked to pilot this program that will bring to Lima youth groups for a week of service and learning beginning July 11. 


While the Construction Committee is planning for the youth to work on housing construction projects for those 16-18 years old, the Church Relations Committee is arranging for those younger to volunteer with other agencies in Lima.  Housing will be in the Trinity House, a retreat facility operated by Trinity United Methodist Church in Lima.  

Volunteers will prepare breakfast and evening meals while area churches are being asked to provide noon lunches.  Several restaurants have indicated interest in providing a meal for the groups.  Two nights during each week the committee is arranging interaction with local church youth groups. 

Recreation options are also being planned including a picnic and swimming at the Ottawa Metro Park and a field trip to the Neil Armstrong Air and Space Museum in Wapakoneta.  

The Mayor’s office has indicated openness to meet with each group early in the week as part of their orientation to the city and surrounding area.  A staff person from the Habitat for Humanity International office will be present to assist with the groups and lead devotionals and other focused learning experiences.  

The Church Relations Committee is excited by the prospect of hosting the groups in their pilot program.  At this point we have no idea where the groups will come from but we anticipate that they will receive a warm Lima welcome when they arrive!
